Uzhhorod is a ‘fortress on the river’. That is how the
historic name of the town - ‘Ungvar’ is franslated,
which was spread to the end of the First World War.
The first written mention and confirmation of this were
discovered in the work of the Arabian geographer
al-Idrisi in 11541 Other city names are also known as
"Ung’, '‘Gungvar, 'Ugvar’. 'Var’ in the translation from
Hungarian means forfification! ‘fortress’ ‘castle’. You
can find out the history of one of the oldest cities in
Ukraine on page 11.

Uzhhorod has been the culiural cenfre of Zakar-
pattia from the XVIIIith century, since the fransfer of the

residency of the Mukachevo Greek Catholic Diocese
by Empress Maria Theresa. This important hisforical
event sfimulated development of the city greatly. At
present, only Uzhhorod among other towns in Za-
karpattia has & museums, 5 galleries, 2 theaters, 2
cinemas, and a philharmonic society as well as the
best choreographic, musical and theater collectives of
the region. It hoss infernational events, and talented
people of Zakarpattia promote the regional centre far
beyond ifs borders.

Uzhhorod is an ideal town for those who like a qui-
et measured life pace, wants to enjoy every minute,
loves coffee and does not mind taking a litfle trip to
Budapest, Bratislava or Vienna for the weekend. It is
the largest border town in Ukraine and at the same
time the smallest regional centre. There is a border
crossing point on the border with Slovakia - “Uzh-
horod-Vyshnie Niemetske”. Not so far away there
are checkpoints “Mali Selmentsi” (with Slovakial,
"Malyi Bereznyi” (with Slovakia) and “Tysa” (with
Hungary).

The relief of Uzhhorod is heterogeneous: the plain ar-
eas are combined with elevations and hills. The fown
has grown to an average height of 120 m above sea
level. The highest point on its territory reaches 244 m,
and the lowest - 112 m. The fofal area - more than
40 km2. 115 thousand people live there.

There is a river flowing almost in the middle of Uzh-
horod, which is important for the development of
tourism and makes the city atfractive, especially from
the height of the bird’s eye. The location has largely
determined the fate of Uzhhorod: the river contri-
buted to the fact that once life was born here, and
the surrounding mountains protect the city from the
northern winds.

Uzhhorod is connected by 7 bridges: 4 pedestrian-
transport, 2 pedestrian and 1 railroad bridge. The

right bank part of the city is much older than the left
bank. Here, on Zamkova Mountain, there is a histor-
ical centre of the city, known as the old town. The left
bank (the new town) is mostly flat, most of the build-
ings located here are from the Soviet and post-Soviet
fimes. It is in this part where a large bus station and the
single railway station are. Therefore, most tourist trips
begin and end on the left bank of the river.

The town has 22 sister towns: 5 in Hungary, 3 in
Slovakia and Croatia, 2 in the Czech Republic and
Poland. Also, some in Germany, Denmark, Finland,
Romania, the USA, Montenegro, China.

The borderline location and the historical features
allow us to call Uzhhorod a fown at the crossroads

of cultures because there have long lived represen-
tatives of different ethnic groups and denominations.
Ukrainians, Hungarians, Slovaks, Romanians, Roma,
Jews, Russians, Germans, and recently even Indians
peacefully coexist in Uzhhorod. In places of con-
fluence of people, especially af the local markets,
you can hear Ukrainian from one side, Zakarpattian
dialects from the other side, Hungarian from the third
one, further on - Romani, Slovakian, and so on. Inter-
national marriages are not surprising here; therefore
the children of Zakarpattia become polyglots since
their birth. Currently, there are almost eight dozen
religious communities registered in the city - Roman
Catholic, Greek Catholic, Orthodox, Jewish, Jeho-
vah's Witnesses, 'Churches of the Living God!, efc.

Uzhhorod is very compact; all of the important
things are af the arm’s length. It is a small town of
great opportunities, with a long history and very
modern at the same fime. You will see that it is frue
during your journey, and our guide will help you not
miss the most interesfing poinfs.

Uzhhorod is one of the oldest town in Zakarpatia.
The first people setiled here about 100 thousand
years ago. During the new Stone Age era, there had
already been the sefilements of the oldest farmers
and catile breeders on its territory. And the life never
stopped during the following historical epochs. The
modem fown arose on Zamkova Mountain in the
late Xth - beginning of the Xlth century. In 1348 it
was owned by the lialian family of Drugeths. Since
the XVIth century Uzhhorod has been using its own
seal, on which the grape wines were depicted lafer.

They say that in order fo know the face of the city, itis
enough to look atits architecture. This rule also applies
to Uzhhorod: urban structures are able to tell a sfory
no worse than professional guides.

On the ferritory of the modern regional centre, sam-
ples of buildings of different epochs and architectural
styles have been preserved, starfing from the XII-Xlllth
centuries. First of all, i's worth mentioning the Horians-

ka Rotunda which stands with beauty on one of the
spurs of the Carpathians in the vicinity of Uzhhorod. It
is one of the oldest exisfing temples in Zakarpatiia. The
construction in Horiany is built of flat brick, the thick-
ness of the wall reaches 2-2,5 meters. Inside, the tem-
ple has 6 apses, which is exremely rare for buildings
of this type. On the walls the murals of the XIII-XVih
centuries are preserved. In the church the worships
and excursions are held regularly.

Uzhhorod castle dates from the XV-XVIllth centuries.
It was preceded by a fortified setlement on the fop of
Zamkova Mountain, which later turned into the centre
of Uzhanskyi Comitat. The foriress has been repeat-
edly attacked and ruined. In 1692 it fell into the hands
of the Hungarian Count Miklés Bercsényi. During his
reign, the castle became one of the cultural centres of

Hungary of those times. In 1646 the Uzhhorod Church
Union was adopted in the courtyard of the forfress.
From 1778 until the end of the Second World War, the
Greek Catholic Seminary was located in the castle,
which was the centre of education and spirituality of
the town and the region.

The main part of the castle complex is the palace,
which stands on the edge of the steep northern slope
of the castle mountain. Itis @ massive two-storey build-
ing, made in Renaissance style, which has about 40
halls, and the walls which are up to 3 meters thick.
Noteworthy is the chapel of 1858, dedicated to
three Holy Eastern churches - Vasyl the Great, John
Chrysostom, and Gregory the Theologian.

Externally, the palace is surounded by sfone walls
and a deep moat. In the courtyard of the castle the
foundation of the church of St. George was excavat-
ed, dated XIlI-XVI centuries. The castle is located in
Zakarpattia Museum of regional history named after

One of the most famous architectural symbols of
Uzhhorod is the Greek Catholic Cathedral of the
Holy Cross (1732-1740). Its image is even depicted
on the signature cake of Uzhhorod, not to mention
leaflets, booklets, magnets, painfings. Today it is the
main Greek Catholic temple of Uzhhorod, next to
which is the residence of the Bishops of Mukachevo,
which originally was a Jesuit college. In 1775 the
Jesuit Church and college were transferred to the
Mukachevo Greek Catholic Diocese. The church
was adapted fo the cathedral, and the college was
turned info the episcopal residence.

The interior of the cathedral is decorated in the style
of rococo. The iconostasis dates back to 1779, its
elements are executed in the Teresian style. Painfings
on the walls belong to the brush of the eparchial
artist Ferdinand Wadri. In 1939 the ceiling of the
cathedral was partially painted by the arfist Yosyp
Bokshay. He also produced colored stained glass
windows on secretion windows. In Soviet times, the
cathedral was fransferred into the Orthodox Church.
And in 1992 it was refurned tfo the faithful of the
Greek Catholic Church.

Affer the Uzhhorod castle, the Cathedral of the
Holy Cross, the third most recognizable building
is the Ashkenazi synagogue, or the orthodox syn-
agogue - a modem regional philharmonic. It was
built by a community of AshkenaziJews in 1904. The
style of the building belongs to the Neo-Mauritani-
an style. It was the first reinforced concrefe structure
in Uzhhorod. It collected the most ancient and most
valuable works of Uzhhorod Jews. In April-May
1944, during the deportation from Uzhhorod, about
10 thousand Jews, the synagogue was turned into
a warehouse. With the advent of Soviet power the
premises were given fo the Ministry of Culture of the
Ukrainian SSR. Since the 1950's the building has

been hosfing the Philharmonic.

It is necessary to come fo Uzhhorod at least in or-
der to see harmonious and refined examples of the
architecture of the Czechoslovak period. They are
concentrated in Malyi Galagov, the quarter built
during 1921-1937. It is the governmental quarter, the
general plan of which was developed by the Czech
architect Adolf Liebscher. On the area of 60 thou-
sand square meters, along the straight and broad
streets with sidewalks, some massive monumental
buildings in the style of functionalism were built:
the gubernium (the land government building, built
in 1936, designed by a Czech Frantisek Krupka),
the court, the gendarmerie, the prison, school, bank,
post office, residential apartments. In total there are
35 objects. Today Malyi Galagov is considered
to be one of the best architectural ensembles of

Ukraine of the 1920-1930s.

The most valuable part of the
inferior is the main alfar, made by the artist Lukach
Yozhef Krakker. In 1820 the town clock was installed
on the tower of the church.

A witness of historical events, in the past - the
socio-polifical, cultural centre of Uzhhorod is the
former commitat house - zhupanat. Nowadays it is
the Zakarpattia Regional Art Museum named after
Yosyp Bokshay. A massive two-storey building in
the form of a horseshoe was built in 1809 in the
style of the late Baroque - early classicism. On the
pediment there is a coat of arms of the Uzhhansky
Commitat. The total area of all premises is 3289
sq.m. There used to be a chapel of the Holy Cross
inside, and in 1840 there was a prison. In 1919, in
the ‘historic’ hall, a decision was made for Zakar-
pattia to join Czechoslovakia. In 1920, the Prosvita
company was founded here. In 1921 the solemn
reception of Czechoslovakia President Tomash
Masaryk took place. For several years the ‘zhu-
pne’ management was in the building, from which
the name 'zhupanat’ was established, as well as
the Zemskyi Museum.

Not far from the Comitat House there is the Re-
formed Church. Built in 1793-1796 in a pseu-
do-gothic style. The fower was completed in 1818.
It has gained the modem appearance during the
years 1905-1906. There has been an organ inside
the church since 1852. The construction has a sta-
tus of a local significance. Among the church relics,
there has been preserved a tablecloth, which was
given to the faithful during the days of Drugeths.

Opposite the former zhupanat there is a less well-
known than the ashkenazi synagogue but no less

valuable building, which once belonged to Jews of
Uzhhorod. It is a synagogue of neologues, an ar-
chitectural monument of 1870. It has four floors and
at the stage of construction it used fo be one of the
few high buildings in Uzhhorod of that time. Now the
synagogue is in private hands. The former purpose of
the building is reminded by David's sfar on the roof.

Not far from Uzhhorod castle, the former Basilian
monastery, the modem physical faculty of the Uzh-
horod National University, affracts the attention of
tourists. Before the First World War it was the highest
building in Uzhhorod. It was erected in 1911-1912. In
the premises of the monastery at different times there
was a boarding school, a prining house, a gym-




nasium, a chapel, a presidium of the court of Car-
pathian Ruthenia, and a hospital. In the yard of the
monastery there was a Greek-Eastern Church-Ba-
silica which belonged to the community of wealthy
Greek merchants. After the arrival of Soviet power,
the monasfery was closed and the building was
transferred to Uzhhorod State University.

At the intersection of the streets of Korzo and Vo-
loshyna, one cannot help noticing a high three-sto-
rey building known as the 'Bilyi Korabel' (“White

ship”). Inifially, in 1780 there was a hotel with a
Bilyi Korabel Korchma, which gave the name to
the building. In 1869 it was transferred to the pro-
perty of the town. Later on, they were planning to
build o town hall here. After all, during 1902-190 a
three-storey dwelling house was built. The modern
appearance of the building was acquired in 1909.

There is a School of Art, built in the early XXth
century, on the modern Petefi square which is also
worth for every tourist fo visit. In 1911, on its facade,
an inscription in Hungarian was established say-
ing that on the square in front of the building there
once was the 'Chornyi Orel’ (“The Black Eagle”)
Inn. It was here that on the night of 11th to 12th June
1847, a prominent Hungarian poet Sandor Petofi
stopped. Today, the literary museum of S. Petefi is

On Pidhima Street, there is another iconic building
of Uzhhorod - the former gymnasium of Drugeths - the
modem chemical faculty of UzhNU. lts main building
was erected in 1893-1895 in the style of the Italian
Renaissance. On the facade of the building there are
three bas-reliefs: Tissar Franz Joseph, Yuri and Jénos
Druget, performed by J. Petrideits. Since the 1870's
there was a museum here, and in 1910 - a seismo-
logical sfation. In Soviet times, the building was frans-
ferred to the Uzhhorod State University.

The architecture of Uzhhorod is characterized
by long yards, lanes connecting different strees.
One of the best examples is the Batia Passage
which connects Voloshyna Street with the Theater
Square. Named after the famous Czech business-
man, owner of plants and a chain of shops for the
production and sale of footwear. The passage got
a modern look in 1928. Once there was a shoe
factory of Batia, shops, libraries, and a cinema.
During the Second World War, Batia changed
the name of the company to 'Cikta’. Accordingly,
the passage was also renamed. Today it does not
have an official name, but to the citizens of Uzh-
horod it is known as the Batia Passage.

Similar to this passage ‘Hirchychne Zerno” (“Mus-
tard Grain”) is one of the modern lanes of Uzhhorod.
It was opened in 2010. It has the style of the 1930,
and is 46 mefres long. It connects Koriatovycha Street
with Fedynisya Street. There are cozy cafes, catering



esfablishments, souvenir shops, clothes shops on the
lane. There is also a mini-museum of coffee. At the
end of the passage there is a monument to Malyi
Uzh River, which runs underground along Fedyntsya
Street. Parallelly to 'Hirchychne Zemo' there is the
eponymous Malyi Uzh lane, which also has food
establishments, shops, coffee shops.

The development of culture is an integral part of
the city’s development. The cultivation of Uzhhorod's
cultural tastes has always taken place in conjunction
with the cultures of other peoples. The residents of
ofher regional cenfres that are much larger than
Uzhhorod may complain that they lack cult buildings
in Uzhhorod, but for locals each of such buildings
make a separate page of history. In the regional
centre, many house-museums, in parficular, are de-
voted to certain outstanding figures; two theatres
are working acfively - with the repertoire for adults
and children, regular concerts of local and foreign
talents, there are two modern cinemas, so there will
be no chance to get bored lacking cultural events.

Zakarpattia Regional Academic Puppet Theatre
Bavka is located in a historic building where in the
1920s the first Ruthenian theater ‘Prosvita” was func-
tioning under the direction of the prominent Mykola
Sadovskyi. The word “bavka” has both theatrical
and puppet value. "Bavka” is what any theatrical
sight used to be called in verkhovyna villages. The
word "bavilia” means the one who worked with
dolls — “bavkas”. Therefore, the name of the theater
emphasises the ancient tradifion of theatrical pup-

petry inherent in Zakarpatia.

Not far from Uzhhorod castle there is Zakarpat-
tia Museum of Folk Architecture and Life. Skansen
was opened in 1970 on the area of 3 hectares. The
Exposition under the open sky is formed by 13 re-
sidential buildings, 6 household buildings (storage
room, barnhouse, beekeeper's), 3 public buildings
(church, school, korchma), 4 technical buildings
(mill, stupa-fullery, valylo, smithy) and @ small ar-
chitectural forms (wells, henhouses, potter's oven,
pigeonry, kish, gate, rupa, bell in front of school)
from various ethnographic groups of Ukrainians
and certain ethnic minorities of Zakarpattia. Of
the 17,000 museum units, about 4,000 today are
kept in the permanent exposition under the open
sky.

Natural beauty of Uzhhorod — in its parks and squares

Almost every tourist who is packing bags fo the regio-
nal centre of Zakarpattia, knows that the fown is famous
for sakura trees. But one should not think that only in the
spring Uzhhorod will beautify and blossom. The town is
pleasant to sfroll in any season, with lots of parks and
squares. Therefore, if you are one of those fourists who
love to enjoy the florist wealth, you have arrived at the
right address.

Among the exofic exiras in Uzhhorod the most popular
ones are sakura trees. Most of them are in the centre. Ac-
cording fo one of the versions, the Japanese cherry was
brought from Vienna in 1923. It was then that the Czech
authorities were working on the reconstruction of Uzh-
horod, and when they came to the centre they decided
fo plant the Sakura trees. Each year, in late April - early
May in Uzhhorod, the Sakura Fest fesfival is organized.

The oldest park in Uzhhorod is called Pidzam-
kovyi and belongs to the monuments of landscape
gardening of local significance. Since the end of
the XIVth century this territory belonged to the Pau-
lician monks. In the XVth century it was called the
Monk Garden and Zvirynets. In the XVIlth century

The beauty of sakura is not inferior to the magnolio, al-
mond, tulip trees, or Judas free which can also be seen
in the central part of the town, especially in the botanical
gorden, on Narodna Square, the Nezalezhnosti em-
bankment, the streets of Dukhnowvycha and Heroes of
Nebesna Sotnia, Laudon arboretum park efc.

Lime tree alley also deserves the attention of the tour-
ists — a park-monument of landscape art of local sig-
nificance. It is considered to be the longest in Europe.
However, the dlley is valuable because it is indeed long
enough for Zakarpattia — it extends about 1 km and was
planted in 1928 by Czech botanists.

Other embankments of Uzh are also planted with vari-
ous species of frees. So, along the Kyivska embankment,
poplars and chesinuts grow predominantly, and on Slo-
vianska embankment plane frees prevail.

fruit trees are mentioned here. In the second half
of the XIXth century it became a real park with
sports grounds, alleys, shooting galley, attractions,
restaurants and got the name of Secheny Park.
During the interwar period, it was called the Town
Park, in the Soviet period - Gorkyi Park. During the
Czechoslovakia, there was the stadium of ‘Rus’, the
legendary sports club. At that time the first town
swimming pool was opened.

The largest floristic pride of the park - huge plane
frees, which are about 300 years old - planted in
the days of the Count Drugeths in the XVIIth century.

On Rakotsi street, the attention of tourists is affracted
by Laudon park - @ monument of garden culture of the
late XIX - early XXth century. It is a fragment of the gar-
den that belonged to the feacher of Uzhhorod gymna-
sium Istvan Laudon. Initially, the garden occupied the
slope and partly the foot of Kalvaria Mountain (from
Sobranetska Street to the Children's Hospital). The
largest in Ukraine and the oldest in Zakarpattia ginkgo
free, thai berry, cypress marsh, black pine (Ausfrian),
Japanese cryptomeria, Sulange Magnolia and forest

beech are preserved in the park. Several frees in the
park are part of the Infemational Red Book. In 2017
fwo more exofic frees were planted near the children’s
hospital, which once grew among Laudon's plantings,
but died in about 70's — the Livonian cypress and the

The botanical garden without a doubt can be called
an ornament of Uzhhorod. It is also a monument of
garden architeciure, faken fo the sfate records in 1979.
The garden was founded in 1945 on the area of 4.5
hectares. Later, an array of Shakhta disfrict was odded
with the area of 83.2 hectares. Botanic gardens fea-
ture plants from Europe, Asia, and America. Here grow
wood species, decorafive shrubs, flower and oma-
mental plants. The rare endangered species occupy a
special place. The collection of fropical and subtropical
plants is collected in orchard-house and greenhouses.
In general, over 2,5 thousand different species of
plants are counted in the botanical garden.

Holy Cross Cathedral. One of them is in front of the
episcopal residence. Exofic shrubs grow on the territory,
there are flowerbeds, benches for rest. This square has
avisitmode. Back in the 1640's, Jénos Druget provided
the territory in front of the cathedral for the rest of the
Jesuit college students. In the first half of the XXth century
this territory belonged to the Greek Catholic Church.



In the central part there was a sculpture of the Mother
of God, which was restored only recently. Alongside
there is a small private park of the Panov family with the
sculpture of the Austrian Empress Maria Theresa.

There are about hundreds of monuments, sculptures,
busts, mini sculptures in Uzhhorod. They are made in
stone, bronze, granite; the citizens of Uzhhorod perpe-
tuate well-known writers, arfists, politicians, journalists,
doctors, as well as those who are not so popular but
important for the town as, for example, a lamplighter.
According to the legend, he had been turning on the
old eleciric lights for decades. For now, he has been
frozen in bronze at the crossroads of Voloshyna and
Korzo streets. So, lef's briefly inroduce you to the most
popular Uzhhorod monuments.

In the 1730s near the bridge
across the Small Uzh, on the comer of the modern Koriatovycha
square, Fedyntsya, Zhupanatska and Voloshyna streets, there used
to be a chapel with the sculpture of John Nepomutskyi, which was
repeatedly changed. In 1925, the sculpture was domaged and
dismantled and moved to Kalvario Mountain. Soon they made
a new one and installed it near the wall of the Roman Catholic
Church in the town suburb of Radvanka. In the Soviet period, the
sculpture was dismantled and damaged. The new monument to St.
John Nlepomutskyi was established in 2011 at Kalvaria.
